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Executive Biography 

 
 
Enrique Javier Loya  is the Chairman and Chief Executive Officer of Houston-
based CHOICE! Energy. He has held this position since acquiring a controlling 
interest in the firm in August 2000.  
 
Loya was one of the founder’s of CHOICE! Energy in 1994, creating one of the 
first institutional natural gas brokerage houses following industry wide 
deregulation. As a natural gas options broker, Loya built the business into one 
of the most successful of its kind in the country. Today, CHOICE! Energy is 
one of the leading institutional energy brokers in the country offering, not only 
natural gas, but a complete range of energy commodities from electricity to 
renewable energy credits, with a customer base consisting exclusively of the 
largest utilities, energy marketers, and financial institutions in the world.  
 
In the recently deregulated retail electricity market, CHOICE! Energy’s newest division, CHOICE! Energy 
Services, provides energy and energy-related products to commercial and industrial customers; from small 
businesses to the largest manufacturing facilities.  
 
Prior to establishing CHOICE! Energy, Loya was a natural gas options broker with First National Crude Oil 
where he managed accounts consisting of major oil companies, natural gas producers, electrical utilities, 
institutional banks and energy marketers. 
 
Loya, a first generation Mexican-American born in El Paso, Texas, made headlines in 2002 when he signed 
on as a minority owner of the National Football League’s Houston Texans and was appointed to the NFL’s 
diversity committee. He received additional recognition as the recipient of Entrepreneur of the Year honors 
from the Houston Hispanic Chamber of Commerce in 2002, the (YEO) Young Entrepreneurs Organization in 
2003, was a finalist for the Hispanic Business Magazine Award in 2002, finalist in the Ernst & Young award 
in 2004 and 2003, the USHCC Hispanic Business Man of the year in 2004.  In 2004 Loya was the recipient 
of the prestigious John Jay Award from Columbia University for distinguished professional achievement.     

Loya’s success as a businessman has also afforded him a meaningful voice in some influential policy making 
organizations, including being a member of the Energy Market Access Partnership Board under NARUC 
(National Association of Utility Regulatory Commissioners).  NARUC’s member agencies regulate the 
activities of telecommunications, energy, and water utilities.   

Loya serves on the board of the Greater Houston Partnership.  The Partnership is the primary advocate of 
Houston's business community and is dedicated to building economic prosperity in the region.   

He also serves on the Board of Directors for The University of Houston Center for Mexican American Studies 
and the Texans Hispanic Advisory Board.  And in May of 2007 he was appointed by Governor Perry as a 
Member of the Board of Regents of Texas Southern University. 

Loya and his wife Lucinda have two daughters.  They are committed to the Houston community as well as 
local Houston charities. They support such charities as The March of Dimes, Aids Foundation, Child 
Advocates, Jr. Achievement of Southeast Texas, Family Services of Greater Houston, The Children’s 
Assessment Center for Sexually Abused Children, Houston Texans Foundation, The Menil Foundation, Inc., 
Carole & Ronald Krist Samaritan Center, and The Museum of Fine Arts.
